Community Service overview for February  

 In November some of you heard representatives from Tucson Interfaith HIV/AIDS 

Network (TIHAN) speak at the Christian Education Hour Forum for Adults and Youth. They 

spoke about the monthly lunch, Bingo and Poz Marketplace that takes place on the third 

Thursday of each month at St. Francis in the Hills United Methodist Church. On February 16 

Lutheran Church of the Foothills, Rincon Congregational Church and the Green Valley 

Community Church will jointly sponsor Poz Caf®.  

 What does it mean to sponsor Poz Caf®? We supply, cook and serve the meal to an estimated 120 guests who come 

to the lunch. We also set up, clean up and get the Poz Marketplace ready; not to mention helping with Bingo. Over the 

years, Pastor John Lillie has been the Bingo caller star. Each sponsoring congregation has a grocery list. We buy the 

food and it is all cooked on site. 

 What does a volunteer do? On the day of the event, February 16, six of us will meet at St. Francis (Swan & River) at 

8:45a for a brief orientation on HIV101 and to hear a person living with HIV/AIDS speak. This is a very important and 

informative part of the day and all volunteers are required to attend. The reason is simple. You will have some 

knowledge about the disease and how it is transmitted, and you will have an idea of what life is like for a person living 

with HIV/AIDS and be able to understand them better. Then we prepare the lunch, serve the lunch, interact with guests, 

clean up and know that we have made a difference in someoneôs life and they have made a difference in our lives as 

well. It is truly amazing how the volunteers receive even more that they give at Poz Caf®. Watch for the sign-up sheet in 

our church lobby.

History: Habitat For Humanity Tucsonôs 2005 Rainbow Home was the first of its kind in Habitat Internationalôs 1,300 

U.S. affiliates and 100 countries worldwide! This partnership with Tucson ôs LGBT&S community raises awareness on 

the social and economic justice issues of poverty housing and sexual orientation discrimination. The difference with this 

build is that the home will go to a lesbian, gay, bisexual or transgendered family. 

A collaboration of this nature directly addresses Habitatôs mission to eliminate poverty housing in Southern Arizona and 

to create the visibility which makes affordable housing a matter of community conscience and action. 

Description: The Rainbow Home will take nine months to complete, with more than 17,000 volunteer hours. There will 

be three, 2-hour shifts, with the first shift beginning at 7a. Volunteers can visit habitattucson.org/rainbow for more 

information and to sign up.

Time: 8:15a ï 1:00p; Where: St Francis UMC (NW corner of River and Swan) 

Sign up: we would like to have at least 10 people to join us on that day and sign up will be in the narthex 

Description: Once a year we as a congregation in conjunction w/Rincon United Methodist serve lunch to those living 

with HIV/AIDS. This year itôs no different however we are calling on members of our congregation, who have never 

done this before, to come and serve. We need people to transform the worship space into a restaurant; that entails setting 

up tables, chairs and then setting the tables. We need people to help cook the food; you will be under the supervision of a 

professional chef who has lovingly created the menu; we need people to serve the food and then we need people to help 

with clean up and restore the restaurant to the worship space. We need people to just come and chat with the people we 

serve. (no proselytizingéjust living your faith through kindness!) 

No matter what task you choose it is important for everyone to be there by 8:15am for the HIV101 class. 

As always we need everyone to fill grocery bags with toiletries etc (list of items is on the bag) and bring to the church by 

February 12th. 

 

Friday February 17th: Operation Hospitality 

Time: 4:30p - ???; Where: Abounding Grace Lutheran Church , 2450 S. Kolb 

Sign up: In the narthex and then call Abounding Grace and talk to Phyllis ï 520-747-3745 

Description: Abounding Grace in conjunction with the Salvation Army open their church to the homeless for an 

overnight. They provide them with dinner, a warm place to sleep, breakfast the next morning and a packed lunch to take 

with them on Saturday when they leave. Typically they have volunteers that spend the night there as well so that there is 

someone for them to talk to and spend time with. This Friday they already have enough volunteers for that and providing 

dinner. 

They still need someone to provide breakfast on Saturday morning for approximately 10 people. Also lunches for the 

same number of people. Can you help? Please note that there is no funding for this other than your kindness and 

generosity and living your faith. 

And another opportunity with Abounding Grace is every Wednesday from 2:00p to 5:00p in conjunction with Lutheran 

Social Services for an after school program called Aspire.  Typically there are 17 kids (15 of which are refugees) and 

they need volunteers to help them with reading, homework, life skills. Given that you will be working with children the

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1 - THE MATRIX OF JESUS  (continued) 

ñAs for these four great beasts, four Kings shall rise out of the earth. 

But the holy ones of the Most High shall receive the kingdom  

and possess the kingdom forever ï forever and everò Daniel 7:7-8 

[According to the writers of Daniel, the 4th beast and its little horn are condemned to destruction.  

The Kingdom of God not Imperialism will be the 5th Kingdom.] 

 

ONE LIKE THE SON OF MAN.  Earlier translations (KJV) of Daniel read: ñI saw in the night visions, and, behold, 

one like the Son of man came with the clouds of heaven, and came to the Ancient of Days, and they brought him near 

before himò. Why then does the NSRV used before read differently? Just as English once used ñmanò or ñmankindò to 

mean ñhuman beingsò, so to Hebrew and Aramaic used ñmanò & ñson of manò in a similar, chauvinistic way. Hence the 

correction from ñone like the Son of manò (KJV) to ñone like a human beingò (NSRV). 

Back to the texts, watch how Godôs Kingdom comes from heaven down to earth: 

1. To him was given dominion and glory and kingship, that all peoples, nations, languages should serve him. 

His dominion is an everlasting dominion é (7:14) 

2. But the holy ones of the Most High shall receive the kingdom and possess the kingdom forever é (7:18) 

3. Judgment was given for the holy ones of the Most High, and the time arrived when the holy ones gained 

possession of the kingdom. (7:22) 

4. The kingship and dominion and the greatness of the kingdoms under the whole earth shall be given to the 

people of the holy ones of the Most High. (7:27) 

To understand this process, think of Godôs court as being massive and with beings that have different levels of authority. 

Godôs Kingdom would then proceed from the personified embodiment of God [him], through the angelic holy ones to the 

people of God here below on earth. 

ñIn all of this, remember that the phrase Kingdom of God is not primarily a question of place. It is a 

question of mode, style, and type of rule. It is a transcendental dispute between the beast-like rule 

from earth and the human-like rule from heaven.ò 

 

ESCHATON & APOCALYPSE.  Eschaton is a Greek word meaning the ñendô or the ñlastò of something. It is often 

used in religious verbiage about the end of the world. The people writing Daniel had a faith about the end time of the 

world, they had an eschatological faith [an end time faith] that condemned imperial faith. 

ñIsraelôs faith was in a God of distributive justice who created and therefore owned the earth. But 

Israelôs experience was one of an earth blatantly unjusté For Israel, therefore, God would have to 

conduct a Great Divine Cleanup of the Worldò, an eschaton or end not of the world itself, but of its evil 

and injustice, war and violence, and especially its imperial brutality é Think of eschaton as the end-of 

empire. Eschatology [the study of the end (of the world)] was never about global destruction, but about 

global transfiguration ï here below upon a recreated earth. 

Apocalypse comes from a Greek term for revelation. Hence the double title of the book of the Apocalypse and/or the 

book of Revelation. Combine the words into Apocalyptic Eschatology. Apocalyptic Eschatology therefore claims to be a 

revelation about the end times (of the world, especially about its timing).  

The transcendental clash between Roman empire (imperial theology) and Jewish eschatology (the requirement 

for God to remove evil from the world prior to the Kingdom coming), is the absolute necessary matrix within 

which to understand Jesusô execution by Rome and his resurrection by God. Israelôs God has always been, is now 

and forever will be on a collision course with empire.  
 

Soooo what are some of the take-home points. The ñJesus Eventò happened to a specific people with a specific 

background in a specific region (with its history) at a specific time. However, we believe it to reveal a universal truth 

about God. The God of Jesus is on a collision course with Rome and therefore so is Jesus. The next session examines 

The Advent of the Messiah. If these topics are catching your ñfancyò, catch us or the pastors for further discussion/

clarification.

Chronic illness group meets here twice a month  

Will you say, òYes, I Will!ó? 
At the annual congregational meeting held Sunday, January 29, several significant actions were taken 

by the congregation. One was the changing of the constitution to restructure the council. The current 

council structure was adequate for the leadership of a small sized church, but does not meet the needs 

of a larger congregation with all the programs, activities and groups with which our congregation is 

now blessed.

The Mission 

Team (council) will then be free to do long-range planning, visioning, strategic planning, and keeping us on track for our 

mission as Godôs hands and feet in the community. 

 This is a new direction for Lutheran Church of the Foothills. It will be a learning process as to how to best keep the 

present groups active and functioning, and keep our focus on what is Godôs mission plan for LCF. New teams will be 

forming for social activities, faith formation (education), gifts giving (stewardship), community service and so forth. 

 When called upon to be one of the team members who will continue the LCF tradition of strong community 

involvement and small group activities, consider saying, ñYes, I Will!ò We are Godôs hands and feet. What can you do
